Ensure that necessary safety equipment and first-aid supplies are available and in 
proper working condition 
Guard or instruct when necessary 
Maintain the beach daily (remove seaweed, for example) 
Ensure that washrooms are cleaned daily and are well stocked with supplies 
Will use emergency phone responsibly
