The nomination filing fee shall 
be paid in cash or by certified cheque or money order made payable to the  
municipality. The Nomination Form must be signed by the candidate and may be 
filed in person or by an agent, as per Section 33 of the Municipal Elections Act.   
 
Nominations for all offices shall close at 2:00 p.m. on Friday, September 
10, 2010. Nominations will only be certified when the Clerk is satisfied that the 
person is qualified to be nominated and that the nomination complies with the Act.  
Candidates for municipal office must, upon nomination, be a qualified municipal 
elector and fulfill all of the following requirements: 

A resident of the municipality, a non-resident owner or tenant of land in the 
municipality or the spouse of such non-resident owner or tenant; 
A Canadian citizen;  
At least 18 years old; 
Not legally prohibited from voting; and 
Not disqualified by any legislation from holding municipal office.  

 
NOTE: A candidate, if nominated, must remain qualified throughout the election 
and, if elected, throughout the term of office.  

 
AND FURTHER TAKE NOTICE that where, at 4:00 p.m. on September 10, 2010, 
the number of certified candidates for an office is the same as or less than the 
number to be elected, the Clerk shall immediately declare the candidate for such 
office(s) elected by acclamation. In the event that there are no certified candidates 
for an office, additional nominations may be filed in the Clerk’s Office on Wednes-
day, September 15, 2010, between the hours of 9:00 a.m. and 2:00 p.m. subject 
to the provisions set out in the Municipal Elections Act.
