South Dundas hosts designated free Leaf & Yard Waste
Days, where “brown materials” are able to be dropped off

and disposed of. Please keep an eye out for 2025 dates.

CompostingComposting
Compost is a natural fertilizer/soil conditioner. Make it at

home from your kitchen scraps and garden waste! 

In a compost bin, layer twigs, add dirt and both “brown”
and “green” materials. Keep moist and turn it weekly.

Green Materials: Food scraps, coffee grounds, manures.
green leaves, grass clippings, and grass clippings.



Place recycling at the curb by 7:00 am on the same
day of your garbage collection.
There is no limit to the amount of recycling that can
be placed at curb side; residents are encouraged to
recycle applicable materials.
Give containers a quick rinse to ensure they are clean,
free of residue, and ready for recycling.
Flatten and break down cardboard into 2.5 ft x 2.5 ft
piles.
